3. Other references to taxa higher than species are for the purposes of information or classification only. The common
names included after the scientific names of families are for reference only. They are intended to indicate the
species within the family centerned that are included in the Appendices. in most
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cases this is not all of the species within the family.

4. The following abbreviations are used for plant taxa below the level of species:

7. When a species is included in one of the Appendices, the whole, live or dead, animal or plant is included. In addition, for animal species listed in Appendix
II and plant species listed in this Appendix or Appendix I, all parts and derivatives of the species are also included in the same Appendix unless the
species is annotated 1o indicate that only specific parts and derivatives are included. The symbol # followed by a number placed against the name of a
species or higher taxon included in this Appendix or Appendix IIl refers to a footnote that indicates the parts or derivatives of animals or plants that are
designated as ‘specimens’ subject to the provisions of the Convention in accordance with Article I, paragraph (b), subparagraph (i} or (iii).

i. when shipped in non-flowering state, the specimens must be traded in shipments consisting of individual containers (such as cartons, boxes, crates or
individual shelves of CC-containers) each containing 20 or more plants of the same hybrid; the plants within each container must exhibit a high degree
of uniformity and healthiness; and the shipment must be accompanied by documentation, such as an invoice, which clearly states the number of plants
of each hybrid; or

ii. when shipped in flowering state, with at least one fully apen flower per specimen, no minimum number of specimens
per shipment is required but . . specimens must be professionally processed for commercial retail sale, e.g.
labelled with printed labels or packaged with printed ‘packages indicating the




name of the hybrid and the country of final processing. This should be clearly visible and allow easy verification.
Plants not clearly qualifying for the exemption must be accompanied by appropriate CITES documents.

11, Artificially propagated specimens of cultivars of Cyclamen persicurn are not subject to the provisions of the Convention. However, the exemption does not
apply to such specimens traded as dormant tubers.

12. Artificially propagated hybrids and cultivars of Taxus cuspidata, live, in pots or other small containers, each consignment being accompanied by a label or
document stating the name of the taxon or taxa and the text "artificially propagated', are not subject to the provisions of the Convention.

#1 - All parts and derivatives, except:
a} seeds, spores and pollen (including pollinia);
b) seedling or tissue cultures obtained in vitro, in salid or liquid media, transported in sterile containers;
¢) cut flowers of artificially propagated plants; and
d) fruits, and parts and derivatives thereof, of artificially propagated plants of the genus Vanilia.
#2 - All parts and derivatives except:
a) seeds and pollen; and
b) finished products packaged and ready for retail trade.
#3 - Whole and sliced roots and parts of roots, excluding manufactured parts or derivatives, such as powders, pills, extracts, tonics, teas and confectionery.

#4 - All parts and derivatives, except:

a) seeds (including seedpods of Orchidaceae), spores and pollen (including pollinia). The exemption does not apply to seeds from Cactaceae spp. exported
from Mexico, and to seeds from Beccariophoenix madagascariensis and Dypsis decaryf exported from Madagascar;

b) seedling or tissue cultures obtained /n vitro, in solid or liquid media, transported in sterile containers;

¢) cut flowers of artificially propagated plants;
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d) fruits, and parts and derivatives thereof, of naturalized or artificially propagated plants of the genus Vaniliz (Orchidaceae) and of the family Cactaceae;

e} stems, flowers, and parts and derivatives thereof, of naturalized or artificially propagated plants of the genera Opuntia subgenus Cpuntia and Selenicereus
(Cactaceae); and

f) finished products of Aloe feroxand Euphorbia antisyphilitica packaged and ready for retail trade.
#5 - Logs, sawn wood and veneer sheets.
#6 - Logs, sawn wood, veneer sheets and plywood.
#7 - Logs, woodchips, powder and extracts.
#8 - Underground parts (i.e. roots, rhizomes): whole, parts and powdered.
#9 - All parts and derivatives except those bearing a label:

“Praduced from Hoodia spp. material obtained through controlled harvesting and production under the terms of an agreement with the relevant CITES
Management Authority of [Botswana under agreement No. BW/xxoood [Namibia under agreement No. NA/Xxxxxx] [South Africa under agreement No. ZAS00xK]".

#10 - Designates logs, sawn wood and veneer sheets, including unfinished wood articles used for the fabrication of bows for stringed musical instruments.

#11 - Logs, sawn wood, veneer sheets, plywood, powder and extracts. Finished products containing such extracts as ingredients, including fragrances, are not
considered to be covered by this annotation.

#12 - Logs, sawn wood, veneer sheets, plywood and extracts. Finished products containing such extracts as ingredients, including fragrances, are not considered to
be covered by this annotation.

#13 - The kernel (also known as "endosperm’, 'pulp’ or 'copra’) and any derivative thereof, except finished products packaged and ready for retail trade.
#14 - All parts and derivatives except:

a) seeds and pollen;

b) seedling or tissue cultures obtained in vitro, in solid or liquid media, transported in sterile containers;

&) fruits;
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d} leaves;

e) exhausted agarwood powder, including compressed powder in all shapes; and

f) finished products packaged and ready for retail trade, this exemption does not apply to wood chips, beads, prayer beads and carvings.
#15 - All parts and derivatives, except;

a) Leaves, flowers, pollen, fruits, and seeds;

b) Finished products to a maximum weight of wood of the listed species of up to 10 kg per shipment;

¢} Finished musical instruments, finished musical instrument parts and finished musical instrument accessories;

d) Parts and derivatives of Dalbergia cochinchinensis, which are covered by Annotation # 4;

e) Parts and derivatives of Dalbergia spp. originating and exported from Mexico, which are covered by Annotation # 6.
#16 - Seeds, fruits and oils.
#17 - Logs, sawn wood, veneer sheets, plywood and transformed wood.

#18 - Excluding parts and derivatives, other than eggs
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
